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Writing a mission statement can be rather complex, but well worth the effort.

Family mission statements set the agenda for how you as a family may choose to live — it is

Keep the mission statement short but be sure to cover all that is important. Following are some

errors of importance:

» Describe your families’ unique energy. Detail what it is that makes you different from the
family next door.

What do you stand for?

What do you believe in?

What's your families strengths?

Detail how your family manages adversity (stress, anger, anxiety, frustration, sadness).
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How do you manage conflict within the family?

Once you have answered the above questions in point form — put them into sentences that feed

off each other.

Make your Mission Statement powerful, it should inspire your family to move forward in the

same direction.
